The matter above has reference.

Heritage Western Cape is in receipt of your application for the above matter received. This matter was discussed
at the Heritage Officers Meeting held on 24 January 2023.

You are hereby notified that, since there is no reason to believe that the proposed upgrade of the existing 2.42km
bulk water gravity supply line for the town Wolseley. The gravity pipeline’s inlet is in the Tierhokskloof, a fributary
stream to the Breede River and the outlet is at the Witbrug Water Treatment Plant and runs partially above ground
and partially underground. The proposed upgraded pipeline will follow the same route (parallel) as the old pipeline
on Erven 1886 and 1887, Mitchells Pass, Ceres, willimpact on heritage resources. No further action under Section 38
of the National Heritage Resources Act (Act 25 of 1999) is required.

However, should any heritage resources, including evidence of graves and human burials, archaeological material
and paleontological material be discovered during the execution of the activities above, all works must be stopped
immediately, and Heritage Western Cape must be notified without delay.

This letter does not exonerate the applicant from obtaining any necessary approval from any other applicable
statutory authority.
